7. Commit to attending all Saturday morning
team meetings, the overnighter/ all day meeting,
Eve of Dedication, the Weekend, Ultreyas and the
Post-Weekend Reflections/critique meeting before
the Reunion Potluck Ultreya.

QUESTIONS ASKED WHEN CALLED

1. Are you an active member of a Lutheran
Church?

2. Are you grouping using the Grouping card?

3. Have you accepted a call to any other Cursillo
type team?  (Tirosh, Cursillo, Chayah, Tres Dias
etc. etc.)

TO BE CALLED TO BE A RECTOR OR RECTORA
1. All of the above plus
2. Must have served as a Rookie Cook.
3. Must have served as an Experienced Cook.
4. Must have served as a Backup Rollista.
5. Must have served as an Experienced Rollista.

6. Must have served as either a Head Cook or as
an Assistant Head Cook.

7. Must have served as a Co-Rector or Co-
Rectora. Medical issues are considered on an
individual basis. Just as you attend a Cursillo
Weekend only once as a participant so too you can
serve as a Co-Rector (a) or Rector (a) only once.

This tried and proven protocol is what maintains
the validity, health, strength and foundation of our
Cursillo movement in Arizona.

To lessen the protocol would/will weaken and
eventually destroy the integrity of Cursillo.
